POWERING ON THE NETPC:
When switched on, the power LED glows indicating the power status [Fig 1].
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INITIAL SCREENS:
On booting up a white screen showing Novatium — Computing for the NléehB.ogo appears.

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CHECKING THE INPUT/OUTPUT DEVICE CONNECTIVITY :

Once the Nova netPC is up, the following screen is disgldagdicating the status of the
peripherals connected. [Fig 4]

X symbol indicates the ‘Disconnect’ status.

Case 1:Keyboard/Mouse disconnected, but Ethernet and Network is OK

Local Desktop screen appears.
USB keyboard and mouse can be connected when the device is on.
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Case 2:Ethernet connectivity shows disconnected [Fig 6].
Connect the Ethernet Cable.
Switch the netPC off and then switch on. System restarts.

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Nova netPC up gradation:[Fig 8]

Nova netPC gets automatically upgraded, if there are new features.
Initially the images gets downloaded .
The user gets an intimation that the up-gradation is in progress.
Initially the image get®ownloaded [Fig 8 Jand then getlstalled [Fig 9]
For each Update the Partition No is displayed until 6 updates are completed.
Once the up-gradation is complete, the netPC restarts on its own

FRUIT SWAP [Fig 29] : The time oriented game asks for alignment ofstmae type of triplet fruits
either horizontally or vertically for the fruits to disappeaith increase in score and move to higher
level.
Options on the main window:

NEW GAME : starts a new game.

PAUSE : Temporarily stops and resumes when pause is pressed again.

QUIT  : Quits the game.

LEVELS: Displays the current game level.

Toughness increases with increase in level.
FRUITS LEFT: Displays the number of Fruits left
CLOCK: Displays the time elapsed.

How to Play?
Time based Game

If the required points are gained before timeout,
Game Level number increases

Drag and swap the fruit to form a triplet.

The triplet disappears and the fruits rearranges.
For every correct triplet, the score increases.
